Many of you have likely been wondering what has 
happened to Vision 21 and our clustering with St. Charles  
Parish.  When Archbishop Dolan left Milwaukee for New 
York, many aspects of the Archdiocese were put on hold.  
While we waited for the appointment of Archbishop Listecki, 
there was no Priest Council, no district meetings, and no 
movement on Vision 21.  Since his appointment, Archbishop 
Listecki has needed time to get his feet wet, to get to know 
the Archdiocese of Milwaukee.  The result is that we at 
Blessed Teresa of Calcutta Parish, along with every other 
parish in the diocese,  have been waiting.  Waiting for the 
Priest Council to be reconvened, waiting for district meetings 
to be called, and waiting to hear the direction of Vision 21. 
 
We are grateful to have Archbishop Listecki  as our 
Shepherd and look forward to his continued guidance.  Until 
he has the opportunity to address Vision 21 and decide on 
its future, we should look inside ourselves and prayerfully 
reflect on what it is we can do to strengthen our own parish.  
There are many opportunities to serve the parish by joining 
one of the commissions:  Prayer & Worship, Christian 
Concerns, Christian Formation, Buildings & Grounds, Finance, 
and Parish Life, or our liturgical ministries.  For more 
information on any of these opportunities, please feel free 
to contact the parish office at 966-2191.
