Dear Friends, 

 The grace and peace of the Lord be with you!  Soon we will begin the Faith in Our Future Campaign.   We are 

one of ninety-five parishes in the third and final òwaveó of this endeavor.  Also, Vision 21 continues  to unfold as we 

move into the future with hope and a sense of enthusiasm.  Dr. Mark Kemmeter, the new Director of Parish Mission 

for the Diocese, has shared that by 2020 we will have one hundred fewer priests to serve our two hundred and eleven 

congregations.  Therefore, we must prepare. 

 Our first task is to pray for the Lordõs help and guidance as we move forward.  On March 5, a district meeting 

was held with the pastors and parish council representatives from this part of the Archdiocese.  Dr. Kemmeter  

facilitated our gathering.  He emphasized the importance of getting our parish clusters correct.  In October, 2008, 

Archbishop Dolan wrote an article in our Diocesan paper stating that every parish should have a grade school.  Neither 

parish in our present cluster has a grade school (Blessed Teresa or St. Catherine, Mapleton). 

 St. Charles in Hartland does have a school.  Our history with St. Charles goes back many years.  Fr. Louis Zirbes 

was at North Lake from 1917-1965.  For several years Fr. Zirbes was pastor of both the Hartland and North Lake 

churches.  We share a common school district with Arrowhead High School.  Common school districts were stressed in 

the Vision 21 materials. 

 In January I sought the guidance of Archbishop Dolan.  In February the Archbishop wrote to me and said: 
   
òI am very happy to approve your excellent proposal to yoke Blessed Teresa Parish with St. Charles School.  

Thank you for taking my request that every parish has a school with such seriousness.ó  
 

There has been continued conversation with Dr. Mark Kemmeter, Bishop Callahan, Fr. Thomas Demse (St. Charles 

Pastor), our District Dean, Fr. John Yockey, Blessed Teresa Parish Council and our parish staff.  There was an 

agreement to move forward not only in working with St. Charles Catholic School but also St. Charles Parish. 

 Over the years we have shared a common closeness both in distance and related families and friends.  The 

bottom line is always whatõs best as we look to the future in this part of Waukesha County and the overall direction of 

the Archdiocese.  This whole process was approached thoughtfully, prayerfully, and in discussion with both diocesan 

and parish leadership. 

 This June I will be at North Lake for sixteen years (eleven at Monches).  After serving two parishes, a merged 

congregation, the purchase of new property, and a feasibility study for a new church which was put on hold both 

because of the economy and Faith in Our Future Campaign, I ask for your prayerful support as we move ahead 

patiently and prudently in a new cluster arrangement with St. Charles Congregation in Hartland.  You will certainly be 

kept updated with all future developments.

Helping Hands  
 

Iôd like to share some experiences 
with you that my family went 
through about 25-30 years ago.  It 
was in the early 80ôs.  Our country 
was in a depression.  My family 
consisted of my husband John, 
three grade-school-aged children, 
and myself.  I was a stay-at-home 
mom; many of us were then.  John 
was a machinist who worked for a 
large company in Milwaukee.  Like 
most others, his company was 
laying men off by the hundreds, 
and John was no exception.  At 
first, heôd get laid off for only three 
or four weeks at a time.  The cycle 
continued until layoff times were 
much longer than work times.  
About 30% of the people in our 
Hartland area neighborhood were going through the same thing.   
 

We tried to live off of unemployment checks the best we could.  We budgeted and rebudgeted.  We used food 
stamps, joined SHARE, a food co-op, and took advantage of a commodity cheese distribution program the 
government ran which helped stretch our food dollars.  John would find part-time and odd jobs when available.  
He and other men would place small ads in the St. Clare parish bulletin looking for work.  That helped.  One 
summer he worked for a well-to-do man on Pine Lake, painting his house and performing odd jobs around his 
estate.  Another job came during haying season when he helped another parishioner on his Stonebank area 
farm, and then there was yet one more  job where he stuffed envelopes and collated tech manuals for a small  
North Lake owned family business.  He flipped pizzas at Martyôs one winter.  I tried to help out financially also.   
A neighbor woman (another parish member) and I collected pinecones and made and sold wreaths to earn 
Christmas money.  Jobs were hard to come by and we all tried to be resourceful. 
 

One year during the week before Thanksgiving we found a food basket on our porch from St. Clareôs St. Vincent 
de Paul Society.  I found out later that someone had written our name down on a scrap of paper and stuffed it 
into the poor box at church.  Foolishly, I was embarrassed.  But later, when I thought about it, I came to my 
senses.  We were in need, and we could definitely use what it provided.  That basket was no different than me 
dropping a casserole or some cookies off at a neighborôs when they needed cheering up.  There were two other 
acts of kindness during that time that we could pinpoint to the SVDP society.  One was when we received a $45 
gift certificate for Piggly Wiggly.  I used it to stock up on paper, soap, and laundry supplies that I couldnôt 
purchase with food stamps.  The second time was when a SVDP member stood by our car after 9:00 am Mass 
holding three cases of Ensure, a high protein/vitamin/mineral drink, to give to us.  Our youngest son needed the 
beverage to supplement his diet due to a chronic illness he suffered from.  What a happy and needed surprise! 
That stuff was a real budget breaker! 
 

I ended up going to work in 1985, finding what I call ña real job,ò 40 hours with full time benefits including medical 
insurance!  My husband played Mr. Mom for about a year after that and eventually found full time employment in 
Hartford.  Weôve gone through some other rough times since then, not financially, but requiring lots of prayers 
and support.  The SVDP conference always seemed to find out and stormed the heavens with special intentions 
for us.  I swear they have many of their own up there whispering in their ears!  Some of the original group is 
gone, but others have taken their place.  They still operate the sameð serving those with physical, spiritual, 
social and economic needs with humility and compassion.  Confidentiality and dignity of those they serve are 
priorities.  Theyôre always around to help, and theyôre really friendly and loving people.  Would you like to become 
a member?  I did.
