Why a Year for Priests?

A Vatican spokesman recently commented on Pope Benedict’s
decision to proclaim a year for prayer and spiritual renewal for
priests. “The priesthood is a gift for humanity, but it is enduring
more than a few difficulties, and the newly inaugurated Year for
Priests aims to address that,” says a Vatican spokesman.

Jesuit Father Federico Lombardi, director of the Vatican press
office, spoke of the Year for Priests. “The priest’s service is of
fundamental importance in the life of the Church,” he said, “but
it is a mystery that today endures not just a few difficulties.”

Father Lombardi affirmed that the Year of Priests, which began
on the Solemnity of the Sacred Heart, June 19, 2009, and runs
through next June 2010, is a response to struggles caused by
various factors: “the general climate of secularization in vast
regions of the world, a lessened appreciation for the role of the
priest in society, the deep wounds inflicted on the public image
of priests due to unworthy behavior by some of them, and even
the worthy valuing of the lay vocation in the Church.”

Faced with these difficulties, the spokesman continued, “The
Pope does not respond with socio-religious considerations, but
by promoting a commitment to interior renewal on the part of
all priests, so that their Gospel testimony in the world of today is
more intense and weighty.”

Benedict XVI's letter to priests, with which he inaugurated the
year, “does not begin from the external, but from the heart of
the priestly vocation, from the concrete model of priestly sanc-
tity that is offered us by the holy Cure’ d’Ars, St. John Vianney,”
Father Lombardi observed.

“It can almost look like a provocation to present as a spiritual
reference point to priests of all the world this pastor who lived in
a small French town of 200 people, who died 150 years ago,”
he contended. “But if the priest truly lives from the Eucharist
and from the service to the reconciliation between God and
man, that is, from the manifestation of the mercy of God, then
time and place become secondary.”

That’s why the Pope’s letter to priests, Father Lombardi said,
“has a deep touch of spirituality, a great feeling of love for Jesus
and for people, particularly for those that are spiritually far from
God or in difficulties.”

“Is it not true that there is an urgent and tremendous need for
this love that tries to make itself present in the heart of every
person?” he asked. “That’s way the Pope speaks of the priest as
a gift to the Church and to humanity itself.”

For Fr. Dennis Klemme, his calling to the priesthood came at an early age when a Monsignor at his parish
inspired him to think strongly about this vocation as early as 4th grade. As he grew older and pursued his calling,
God brought him to studying Theology at Catholic University, and then on to further study in canon law for three
years in Rome. He ended up obtaining a Doctorate in Cannon Law, which was a far different direction then he
had originally envisioned the priesthood to be.

Instead of God calling him to be a pastor and run a parish, Fr. Dennis ended up in the Tribunal in Venice,
Florida and in many years of Administrative work. Currently, he is the chaplain for the Carmelite Sisters in
Pewaukee and in of course, assisting Blessed Teresa of Calcutta parish at weekend Masses.

His constant smile, good humor, wonderful stories of his life, such as meeting St. Padre Pio, are an
inspirational source of confirmation for the grace that he gives to parishioners each time he has Mass. His words of advice for
men thinking about the priesthood are these: “Give God a chance.”

Father Charles A. Scheuerell by Maria Neddersen
Having parents with an active faith, an example of a good priest and an image of the priesthood inspired
by prayer, Fr. Charles Scheuerell went into St. Francis Minor Seminary in the late 1940’s. Though the semi-
nary had many rigid academic challenges, such as studying years of Latin, Hebrew and Greek, Fr. Charles
§ formed lasting friendships and was inspired with the knowledge of the good that he could do for people. Just
as the example that Jesus set for his apostles, their tests of faith were overcome by their love, perseverance,
g,,& - and grace of God, Fr. Charles says that “there is no greater satisfaction than to reach out to someone in need
= and the priesthood is that calling from God, that gift from God, to lead people to the Lord.”
— Fr. Charles also stated that “Though a priest is no different than anybody else in the human element, only
‘ a priest is able to touch people through the sacraments from birth to death. “ Without the priest there is no
Eucharist.
As a priest, Fr. Charles finds it very fulfilling to say Mass and in that role there is nothing that is more loving. After having
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served our Lord for over 50 years, Fr. Charles has been blessed by God to be able to fulfill another part of his life that he didn’t
think that he would be able to fulfill in his early priestly years — that is to travel. It is truly amazing to talk to Fr. Charles about his
many adventures overseas, in Europe, Jerusalem, the Panama Canal, etc.... Fr. Charles to this day remains very grateful and
blessed that he is able to remain active in his priestly calling that is a “gift from God.” His words of advice are an encouragement
for young men interested in the priesthood — “Don’t give up.”

Father Louis N. Zirbes, pastor of St. Charles & St. Clare By Joe and Dorothy Becker

Father Leo Scheuerell, uncle to our present Father Charles
Scheuerell, had organized and paid for Lots 7 & 8 in Nelson’s
addition to North Lake, adjacent to St. Peter Episcopal Church
before Father Louis N. Zirbes arrived.

Fr. Zirbes was born December 20, 1882 ,in Racine into a
family of eleven children. He worked as a machinist at age
fifteen and he entered St. Francis Seminary in September,
1902, after working four years. Summer vacations were spent
one year as a tinsmith helper, seven years as a farm worker,
and one year as a painter. Father was ordained March 1912 at
age thirty, and after serving as assistant in Sheboygan for five
years, he was appointed to St. Clare, North Lake and St.
Charles, Hartland. He arrived in North Lake the end of May
1917. His first Mass was May 31, 1917, in what we know as
Stapleton’s Hall, and later held a Memorial Day Mass at St.
Charles with prayers at their cemetery.

Almost immediately, Fr. Zirbes set up housekeeping in Mr.
March’s new house, and two weeks later his mother and sister
arrived with their furniture. He also made an altar in the house
to keep the Blessed Sacrament and where he could say Mass
some weekdays. The Mass schedule was 8:00 and 10:00 a.m.
every Sunday, but the 8:00 a.m. at North Lake and 10:00 a.m.
at Hartland, were reversed each Sunday.

In fall 1917, the building of St. Clare Church began with he
help of parishioners and village people alike. Father would wear
bib overalls and blue shirt, and take control of everything.

His first winter was a rough one, so when his car or horse
couldn’t make it through the snow drifts, he walked to and from
Hartland, or would spend the night and walk back the next day.
The Hartland congregation paid him $450.00 dollars while
North Lake paid him $350.00. St. Charles congregation wanted
to build him a rectory, but the North Lake people wouldn’t hear
of it so began to build one in North Lake as soon as the church
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was completed. St. Charles took up two collections to pay for
the garage in North Lake which amounted to $97.75.

Father was involved in many organizations in North Lake
and Hartland. Fr. Zirbes and Gordon Larkey were instrumental
in developing a chemical fire extinguisher for the first fire
department. Fr. Zirbes belonged to the North Lake Community
Club that sponsored many projects like the Fire Department and
street lights in town. He also belonged to the North Lake Farm
Management Club, North Lake Bank, Hartland Building & Loan,
North Lake and Hartland Lion’s Clubs. He was Director of the
Catholic Rural Life Conference, and the Waukesha County Civil
Service commission to select Deputy Sheriffs, to name a few.
He told the story of getting a raise at the bank from one “0” to
two “00s™.

Fr. Zirbes served the St. Charles Congregation for thirty-
three years when Father Francis McGarry was appointed in June
1950. Fr. Zirbes died on his birthday at age 83 on December
20, 1965 after serving St. Clare for 48 years.
